GeiiUemou:

I have the honor to present to you the Annual Repurls of the 
St. Joseph Public Library for tiie fiscal years ending April 30, 
1923, and April 30, 1924. These Reports cover the thirty-second 
and thirty-third years of the Library and the seventh and eighth 
of my administration. The gain in patronage during the fiscal 
year ending April 30, 1923, was only moderate due to limited 
financial support and the residting condition of the hook col­
lection. The unusual growth and increased use for the fiscal 
year ending April 30, 1924, may he attributed to a nearer a]>- 
proach to adequate appropriations and llie increased hook jmr- 
chases and service made possible tliereby.

Use
The circulation of hooks for home reading increased 1.5% 

in 1922-23 and 6.9% in 1923-24, and for this latter year reached 
the total of 400,215, representing a circulation of 5.14 per capita. 
A gain of 26,028 was registered during this year, and for the 
first time in the history of the institution tlie circulation reached 
the four hundred thousand mark.

Registered borrowers at the end of the year 1922-23 were 
19,181 and an increase of 900 in 1923-24 brings tlie total number 
of library users to 20,081, representing 25% of the residents of 
St. Joseph. The inciTase in the number of library patrons keeps 
a favorable pace with the growth of the city. The readers are 
divided in the library system as follows; Central Library 14,402, 
Carnegie Branch 2.762, and Washington Park Branch 2.917.

tlie libraries has reached 8.455

It is gratifying to note the continued increasi' in the use of 
hooks by business and professional men. tliere being evidenci' 
of this fact in hooks withdrawn for lionie use and in flie I'equests 
for data and information made to the Reference Department, this 
department experiencing great development in all its activities 
during the past few \ears. Facilities for reference work seemerl 
to have reached ttieir limit in 1922, hid under a rather severe 
handicap of lack of adeipiate seating and shelving space a large 
increase of service has been rendered to study clubs, students, 
teachers and the general public.
